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Nowadays, in remote areas of Japan, the forestry has been deteriorated by the decrease in labour forces and the price-falling of timber even though the timber price gradually is rising. The decrease in the population in remote areas also causes the increase in the number of absent landowners. Therefore, it brings, as a result, the deterioration of both forests themselves and the management of foresters in this area. 

In spite of this general condition, Nichinan town purchased the forest (the Nichinan Environmental Forest), which is located in the source of basin of the Hino River. Nichinan town has tried to develop an environmentally-friendly management of its acquired forest. 

In my previous research projects, I developed a framework of an accounting system for the sustainable forest management. In this research, I was using the framework to estimate the labor needs in 30 years to analyze the gap between future labour demands and the labour force supply in Nichinan town calculated by the present labor force structure with a cohort analysis.

The research results are contributing to the discussion in the Committee for the 30-year Future Vision of Nichinan Town in Tottori Prefecture
